                                            Fast of the First BornFast of the First Born  

 
       Because the first-born of the Israelites were saved from the tenth 
plague, tradition requires that all first-born Jewish males 
fast from Erev Pesach until the Seder. The fast is called 
Taanit Bechorim.  However, the law states that when any 
Jew hears the completion of a tractate of the Rabbinic 
Literature, it is cause to celebrate.  Such a completion will 
take place on Monday, April 18, at 7:00 a.m. at 
Congregation B’nai Israel.  It is called a Siyyum Bechorim, 
and those who participate are exempted from the fast. All 
are welcome to this service; it is not limited to the first-
born. 

Monday, April 18, 2011 - 7:00 AM 
Join us for the Minyan and for study. 
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       From the Rabbi’s Desk  
 The holiday of Passover, celebrated by Jews the world over, commemorates the Exodus from Egypt by 
the Israelites from slavery at the hands of Pharaoh. The special nature of this holiday is exemplified by the 
ritual of the “Seder,” a meal patterned after Greek Philosophical meals of ancient times. At the Seder, the 
symbols of the holiday (Matzah, bitter herbs, mortar - called “Haroset,” hard-boiled eggs, green vegetables, 
and the like) are eaten as a part of the ritual. In addition, the story of the Exodus is told, along with various 
interpretations from the Rabbis, so as to bring the events to life. So important is the symbolism of Passover 
that Jews are forbidden to eat anything that contains leaven during the holiday. This requires an extensive 
spring cleaning and changing of kitchen equipment in preparation for the holiday. The imagery of Passover 
extends to Jewish life and liturgy all year, as it is to be found in many prayers which are recited during the 
year. Certainly, then, Passover, with its message of religious freedom and fight against tyranny, has eternal 
meaning, not only for the Jewish people, but for all the Human Family.  
 
 The question is: what exactly is the freedom of which we speak? Are we still free today? How does the 
Passover story relate to the modern, educated person of our contemporary culture? We tend to think of 
freedom as being liberated from persecution, enslavement, and the like. But, the truth is that freedom can only 
be enjoyed when we take a proactive stand for the betterment of society. When we live our lives with the 
freedom to use our religious heritage in order to build a better community, then freedom is more than a word.  
 
 Religious fundamentalism and sectarianism are often used as stumbling blocks to freedom. Clearly, the 
benefit of modernity is a sense for a greater use of the concept of pluralism – the notion that no one philosophy 
or group can claim to have “the truth” at the exclusion of everyone else. The Sages of Jewish Tradition tell us 
that the grievous sin of Pharaoh in Egypt was not only the enslavement of the Israelites but an attempt to deny 
them the opportunity to worship their god, even to the extent of trying to force the pagan religion of Egypt 
upon them. This is the reason for the Ten Plagues, say the Rabbis. God could have simply brought the last 
plague (which was the most destructive) first – but He wanted the first nine plagues to both punish the 
Egyptians and to negate their many deities.  
 
 History has shown us that persecution is the end result of one people separating themselves from the 
majority by triumphalism and the feeling of moral superiority over another group. In that sense, it can become 
very easy to “enslave” others – both by categorizing them as unbelieving or different and by designating that 
group as worthy of punishment for their “heresy.” No matter what time period you may examine – from 
Biblical times until today – this “slavery” of others by an elitist few is easily taught to the masses. It is often 
easier to find fault with others than to seriously examine one’s own beliefs and dogmas.  
 
 Thus, the message of Passover goes far beyond its place in history. This is the reason why it is 
examined so thoroughly each year by means of the Seder ritual. It is not enough to merely repeat the historical 
event of the Exodus – we must understand its significance as a religious event that has eternal meaning, 
especially for us today. Slavery, in its various forms, is always a threat to Humanity. Passover reminds us to be 
ever vigilant.  
 
 We should follow the lesson of Passover. Our goal must be to live in a pluralistic world where we can 
celebrate our diversity and learn from one another. Only then can we achieve God’s ultimate task for the 
Human Family – to build a better world in which to live.

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N O T E  S      F R O M     T H E      H A Z Z A N  

 I have a love/hate relationship with the holiday of 
Pesach, as do many of us, I suspect.  When I was small, 
Pesach meant seeing my extended family, searching for the 
afikomen, and eating those brightly-colored, semi-circled, 
sugar-coated, gum drop-tasting candies.  Today, now that I 
run my own seders, Pesach means dragging all the dishes 
up from the basement and scouring the house – especially 
the refrigerator, all the while trying to remain happy and 
excited for this incredibly meaning-filled holiday. 
 Even before I was a cantor, I loved the songs of 
Passover.  And Pesach is filled with songs.  During the 
holiday we sing both Shir HaShirim, the Song of Songs 
(usually on the Shabbat during Pesach), as well as Shirat 
HaYam, the Song of the Sea, sung by the Israelites as they 
crossed the Reed Sea (read from the Torah on the Seventh 
Day of Pesach).  During the seders, of course, we sing many 
songs, including one of my favorites, Dayeinu.  And in my 
house, we always conclude with Passover parody songs, 
which are a big hit with people of all ages. 
 There are three songs, however, all added at the 
end of the haggadah, that are perhaps the most well-known: 
Adir Hu (Mighty is He), Echad Mi Yodea (Who Knows One?), 
and Chad Gadya (One Kid).  These songs share two primary 
characteristics:  they have no apparent connection with 
Passover, and they have an unmistakable folk-like 
character, both in their structure and content.  And all of 
them are fun to sing. 
 The most intriguing of them, Chad Gadya, has a 
fascinating history.  And even if we can manage to drag 
ourselves back to the seder table to sing it after the meal, its 
obscure text and mysterious meaning are usually lost in the 
merriment of the moment. 
 A father bought a kid (baby goat) for two zuzim; 
 a cat came and ate the kid; 
 a dog then bit the cat; 
 the dog was beaten by a stick; 
 the stick was burned by fire; 
 water quenched the fire; 
 an ox drank the water; 
 a shochet (ritual slaughterer) slaughtered the ox; 
 the shochet was killed by the Angel of Death; 
 the Angel of Death was destroyed by God. 
 

The song follows a cumulative pattern in which a 
new detail is added in each stanza, each stanza closes with 
the refrain, which includes all the items in reverse order, 
from the last back to the first.  Each verse concludes with 
“chad gadya, chad gadya, that the father bought for two 
zuzuim.”  This pattern, which is also found in Echad Mi 
Yodea, was most likely modeled after such popular songs of 
Christian European origin, as “The Twelve Days of 
Christmas,” or “Alouette.”  Most scholars agree that Chad 
Gadya was borrowed from a late medieval German folksong 
(Dem Herr der schickt den Jokel aus) which, in turn, is based 
on an old French nursery song. 

Unlike most of the other seder songs, however, 
Chad Gadya is written almost entirely in Aramaic.  It appears 
to have been written in the 16th century, a time when this 
language had long ceased to be a Jewish vernacular.  It first 
appeared in a printed haggadah in Prague in 1590, and was 
never originally part of the Sephardic or Yemenite rituals.  
And scholars have now discovered a Judeo-German version 
of the song that predates the earliest available Aramaic 
version, meaning that what we sing today was purposely 
translated into Aramaic, rather than Hebrew, as one might 
expect.  The question is, why? 

The seder includes many customs intended to 
stimulate interest and curiosity.  Perhaps writing Chad 
Gadya in Aramaic was a way to elicit questions as to its 
meaning from both adults and children.  The song has 
traditionally been interpreted in an allegorical way to refer 
to the many persecutions of the Jewish people who, 
according to the optimistic ending of Chad Gadya, will be 
redeemed by God who will “slay the Angel of Death.”  
Indeed, were it not for such an interpretation, it might be 
difficult to understand the song’s Jewish content, let alone 
its connection to Pesach.  In this regard, the use of a 
mysterious ancient language to shroud the otherwise 
mundane content of the song makes a certain kind of sense. 

Elie Wiesel, the great Jewish writer and thinker, 
teaches that although Chad Gadya is a confusing song, if 
looked at correctly, it has a wonderful lesson to share at the 
seder table: 

“And here we are, concluding 
the seder with Chad Gadya, a 
beautiful song, which is not just 
about a father who buys a goat 
for his child.  It’s a song about 
God’s creatures destroying each 
other.  It may be a puzzling way 
to end the joyous meal, but one 
that is fraught with meaning. 
The song of Chad Gadya reminds 
us that in Jewish history, all 
creatures, all animals, all events 
are connected.  The goat and the 
cat, the fire and the water, the 
slaughterer and the redeemer, 
they are all part of the story.” 
 

This year, may we all be strong enough to drag 
ourselves back to the seder table and end our yearly ritual 
with a song that energizes the kids, has fascinating history 
and meaning, and is great fun to sing.  Chag Kasher 
V’Sameach!

Preparation for Passover 
     The ceremony of removing leaven (bedikat 
Hametz) is to take place Sunday April 17.  Hametz 
may be eaten until 10:00 a.m. on Monday April 18.  
     The Passover home atmosphere is created each 
year by the traditional practice of thoroughly 
cleansing the home in all parts, and by the removal 
of hametz, or leaven, in preparation for the 
welcoming of Pesach, as well as throughout the 
Passover days, both at home and away. 
     The term hametz is applied not only to foods, but 
also to the dishes and utensils in which the foods are 
prepared or served during the year. 
     “Any manner of hametz (leavened food or 
utensils) owned by a Jew during the Passover 
holiday is forbidden to use forever.”  Since conditions 
make it impossible to literally fulfill the Biblical 
command to destroy all leavened products, our 
sages instituted a practice called Mehirat Hametz, 
the selling of hametz, so the Torah’s command 
would not be completely ignored.  Jews are 
reminded of the necessity to divest themselves of 
ownership of hametz and make their home ritually 
ready. 
 

     The sale of hametz is conducted between a 
representative of the community (the synagogue) 
and a non-Jew.  After Passover the hametz is 
repurchased by the Jewish community.  If you would 
like Rabbi Saks to sell your hametz, please fill out 
the form and return it to the synagogue office not 
later than Monday, April 18, immediately following 
morning minyan. 
 
 
Don’t Sell All your Hametz! 
     When cleaning out our cupboard and pantry in 
preparation for Pesach, consider donating unopened 
packages of hametz and canned goods to a food 
pantry.  Items such as crackers, rice, cookies, lentils, 
tuna, and peanut butter will be gratefully accepted by 
these organizations and passed on to those whose 
cupboards are empty.  Let those who are hungry this 
Passover season share in your celebration by 
receiving food that you might otherwise sell.  Food 
can be brought to the synagogue where a receptacle 
will be clearly marked.………………………….

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OUR FABULOUS PARTNERSHIP WITH ISRAEL 
By Sharon Rappaport 

 
 Last month I had the opportunity to be part of a Congregational Leaders’ Mission to the Western Galilee  
Region. The trip was sponsored by our United Jewish Council and Jewish Federations of North America, in partnership 
with the Jewish Agency for Israel.  The consortium of communities in the Western Galilee Region of Partnership 2000, 
in the United State are  Akron, Canton, Dayton, Toledo and Youngstown in Ohio; Indianapolis, Northwest Indiana, and 
South Bend in Indiana; Louisville, Kentucky; Omaha, Nebraska: Dallas, Fort Worth, Waco, Austin and San Antonio; 
Texas. Our group on this mission consisted of thirteen people, Rabbi and Carol Weinstein and Doug and Sue Federman 
from Temple Shomer Emunim, Rabbi Saks, Fagie Benstein and myself from Congregation B’nai Israel, Rabbi Stan 
Miles, Judy Sharp and Kathy Karr (daughter-in-Law of Sam and Sue Karr of Toledo) and David Klein from Louisville, 
and Hazzan Jeremy Lipton and Jonathan Lipton from San Antonio. When we arrived at the hotel in Akko we were 
greeted by Beth Zuriel who is the Central Area Consortium Director and Heidi Benish who is in charge of Missions and  
Marketing.  Before I begin with some of the highlights of what we saw and did on the mission I need to say that it would 
not have been made possible without Beth and Heidi and the other program staff members.  We soon discovered that 
The Western Galilee is Israel’s best kept secret.  It is no wonder that the mission of the Jewish Agency is geared to  
promote relationship building through programs that build Jewish identity and strengthen ties and connections among 
and between our communities. 
 
 As Kirk Wisemayer CEO of the United Jewish Council stated in the March issue of the Toledo Jewish News, 
“every visit to Israel is unique and special because on each visit, no matter how many times you see the same places, 
you see another dimension or experience it on a different level”. 
 
 I have been to Israel many times before and as Kirk states each time is unique and special. However, this was 
my first visit to the Western Galilee, the most Northern part of Israel and the Mediterranean coast. 
 
 When I learned that I was to be a participant I researched all I could about the area, read materials about the  
program and its projects and partnerships I read about the Ghetto Fighters’ Museum   which is the first Holocaust and 
revival museum that grew out of the living community of fighters and survivors. This museum reflects the move from 
the Holocaust to revival.  However, reading is not the same as hearing the curator of the Ghetto Fighters’ voice as she 
spoke knowledgeably with emotion and passion. The museum tour begins on the basement level and has exhibits that 
extend to three levels. As I walked up the steps I   viewed exhibits based on true stories, including a wall with letters 
depicting the names of shtetlach that were affected in the holocaust. The names were portrayed on a large screen as just 
letters, then they formed places and then they faded and disappeared. The third level was an outside roof top and one 
was able to have a panoramic view Western Galilee. You literally go from the despair up the ladder to a spectacular  
vision, moving onward and upward, to hope for understanding between human beings, as opposed to the forces of evil 
that was experienced by the ghetto fighters. 
 
 Our itinerary stated that we were to tour the caves of Rosh Hanikra, the most northern point of the Galilee.  We 
took a cable car up to the area which has been described as a “love story” between the mountain and the sea .What an  
experience!  After getting off the cable car we all walked up the path to the caves with the Mediterranean Sea in all its 
vastness on the left.  A cool fresh breeze blew in our faces and before us were these huge pillars of rock that were 
3,000,000 years old. The force of the waves hitting against the rock for centuries burrowed caves or holes in the rock. 
What a wonderment and beauty of Creation. Several times a huge wave came in to the opening in the rock with a big 
blast that soaked some of us. So amazing! So exhilarating! We were standing on what was the earth’s formation of time 
past. 
 
 We visited Kibbutz Beit HeEmeck where their forte is the Galilee Silk Factory. What entrepreneurship! I 
would not be surprised if the silk tallit that many women wear come from there. As many of you know I love art, glass, 
and artifacts. Well there it was a framed batik like silk picture depicting a bird flying upward. Would you believe it the 
piece actually called out and said “Sharon, please you must buy me”. 
 
 The Western Galilee Hospital-Naharia, a 670 bed treatment, teaching and research hospital and is in the  
forefront of quality medical care. The hospital    is located on Israel’s northern border,  a scant six miles from Lebanon.  
Their staff reflects the multi-ethnic citizenry of Jews, Christians, Muslims and Druze and has created an atmosphere of 
peace,  
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tolerance and cooperation and friendship.  In the 2006 Second War in Lebanon, the hospital remained fully functional, 
treating almost 2,000 casualties despite being targeted for 34 days and sustaining a direct hit.  How?  The Western  
Galilee hospital has an extensive underground facility that enables it to evacuate inpatients within minutes to the “fully 
equipped “hospital below,  allowing it to   function without interruption despite damage from incoming rockets. It is 
truly amazing medical facility! 
 
 WINGS….. SHOP FOR MEANING.  These words became an emotional and heartwarming reality when we 
visited the Wings Program.  Wings is an apprentice program in the field of sales and trade for young adults with, sensory 
and/or motor special needs. We visited their residential site, and learned from these young people about their disability, 
saw their quarters (which they straightened up, especially for us) and had a delicious dinner that they prepared. Each  of 
these young people apprentice in a variety of fields for two years and then after that time  receive assistance in finding 
employment in the wider job market. The Shop for Meaning is the shop where items that the young adults manufacture 
are sold. Please know that each of us that visited the shop found items for our personal use or to give as gifts that we 
purchased because they also said “must have”. 
 
 We went to a Gan (kindergarten) and sat in little chairs among precious adorable children. We all sang a song 
with adorable actions and movements. We even learned 101 things to do with a newspaper.  We had such a good time. It 
was wonderful! They were wonderful and their “morah” or teacher was extremely creative and had a countenance that 
radiated warmth, love and smiles. 
 
 We broke into groups of four for home hospitality. Each group had the same incredible  experience, as  all of 
our host families  were warm, gracious and served the  most delicious  food and way too much. We all were so  
welcomed; they could not do enough for us. They shared who they were, pictures of their families and wanted to know 
all about us. Language certainly was not a barrier and we came away with warm hearts and new friends. 
 
 We went to the Akko Prison for the Jewish resistance fighters who were captured during the time of the British 
mandate.  In the eyes of the British the people imprisoned were radicals or spies but those that supported them saw the 
men as Freedom Fighters. Of the 43 that tried to escape 23 survived. We saw the gallows room where nine were hung. 
We saw the very small quarters where 50 of the prisoners had to sleep on thin cloth mattresses that they wove out of 
strips of cloth. And only enough space on the floor for their clogs before the next bed set up.  I think I can speak not 
only for myself, but the entire group,  that the Akko prison was a very  moving and  emotional experience. 
 
 We visited Matte Asher, the security command post and saw the very sophisticated security operation. 
 
 We were literally on the border between Israel and Lebanon as not even three feet of land separated the two 
fences. 
 
 On the grounds of kibbutz Cabri we visited an archaeological dig or tel. Tel Cabri is the only Canaanite city that 
can be excavated in its entirety because no other city was built over its remains and we saw the only palace of this period 
that was being excavated. 
 
 Three members of the Louisville contingency stayed the weekend in Nahariya.  A quote from participant Judy 
Sharp,   “Rabbi Miles and I worked at a food bank. They feed both Arab and Jew and do not care which is which. We 
also visited a school for kids who have potential to head in the wrong direction. They build self esteem as well as bring 
out their particular talents and skills. Again, there is no distinction between Arab and Jew”.  Kathy Karr who is a flutist 
gave a master class for some flute students and played for Akko’s kindergarten trip.  Judy went on to say, “Kathy helped 
the congregation Emet Ve Shalom, earn lots of money. It was a great concert and later that night we established a 
“twinning” relationship with them. Our Temple in Louisville plans to join theirs and exchange ideas and programs. We 
have forged life-long relationships”.  
 
 I could fill another page or two with all that we saw, the incredible people we met, the friends we made, the sto-
ries we heard, the love and enthusiasm we witnessed. Instead I will sum up our experiences by again stating,”  
PARTNERSHIP IS OUR VEHICLE TO MAKE OUR GLOBAL JEWISH COMMUNITY STRONGER AND 
BETTER”. It was an honor and privilege for me to have been a participant.

The cost of sponsoring a Kiddush is:  
  
Standard Kiddush - $250.00; or  
 
Standard plus kugel - $275.00; or  
 
Standard plus kugel and lox - $325.00.  
 
  This cost is based on the regular 50-70 Shabbat attendees. The cost includes paper goods and plastic linens. Please 
let us know if you anticipate more than the regular 50-70 Shabbat attendees as that will also impact the cost. Your name will 
also appear in the weekly Torah Guide as the sponsor of the kiddush and will be highlighted in the monthly congregational 
bulletin. 
 
  You may also decide instead to host a kiddush luncheon. In order to host a luncheon, you must hire an approved 
caterer and contract directly with the caterer to prepare and provide the food.  When using a caterer, there is a $100 charge to 
use the kitchen from 8 a.m.-5 p.m. each day that it is used by the caterer, and $100 charge during each evening after 5 pm.  
 
  If you would like to have the tables set, Julie can set the tables and you would be charged hourly for her time.          
Alternatively, if you wish to have tables set, and you have the time and wish to do so, you may set the tables yourself. If you 
would like linens, you can call and contract directly from Merideth (419-531-9977). The shul will order linens for you from  
Morgan (419-243-2214) only if you have the precise number of linens required three weeks before your event.  You may 
choose to hire waitstaff; the caterer must arrange this for you. Also, if you wish to use dishes, there will be an additional hourly 
charge for a dishwasher. 
 
 Again, your name will also appear in the weekly Torah Guide as the host of the kiddush and will be highlighted in the 
monthly congregational bulletin. 
 
  The information here is a general guideline.  If you do wish to sponsor or host the Kiddush please let Kandee know, 
and we will generate an estimated invoice for the shul's cost.  If you have any questions, please call Michael or Meira. As  
always, we very much appreciate your support of the shul.
