Jrom the Rabbi’s Desk

This should arrive to you right before our Scholar — In — Residence Weekend, March 4-6. I sincerely hope
that you will find time to attend one or all of the events from this wonderful program.

I will be leaving that Sunday afternoon for Israel, where I will be on a special Mission from the Jewish
Federation in the Partnership 2K program, which makes a connection with the Jewish communities of Toledo,
Louisville, Akron, Canton, Des Moines, Omaha, Austin, Dallas, Indianapolis, Youngstown, South Bend, Ft.
Worth, Dayton, San Antonio and NW Indiana with communities in the Western Galilee. We will not only tour
some sites, but meet with many different Israeli groups to foster a deeper connection with them, and to
enlighten us (and eventually, our communities) on the social, economic, and educational issues in this
important (but often ignored) part of Israel.

Upon my return, I will report to you my experiences and findings. In addition, the Toledo Jewish Federation
will start an important Partnership 2 K Committee for the community, chaired by our own Fagie Benstein,
which will offer educational and informative programs to us, in order to strengthen our bond to the Western
Galilee and all of Israel. By the way, if anyone is planning to travel to Israel please speak with either Fagie or
me before you go, so that we can make a connection with you on your trip with our programs in the Western
Galilee, personally escorted by the staff there.

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We used to have an expression around
the synagogue office: If you want to keep
something a secret, put it in the Bulletin. Each
month, we prepare these pages for our entire
membership, to inform, to publicize, and to
teach. And we do not always know if people
are reading it. But over the past few months,
several people have spoken to me about my
articles, and whether they agree with me or
not, it is nice to know that my father is not the
only person who reads my words. (Hi Dad!)

Two months ago, my article challenged
our members to come to synagogue even
when there is not a compelling reason to do so.
Coming when we are in mourning, or when
we are obligated to say the “Mourner’s
Kaddish,” is important, but it should not be
the only time we attend services. And I am
happy to report that more than one reader
took my words to heart and came to services
for no other reason than because that is what
Jews do. Some told me that they made New
Year’s resolutions to come to shul more often.
Others thanked me for reminding them that
we are still here even on a regular old day.

In that same article, I also invited our
members to give us input and ideas on how
we can make the synagogue better for you.
One person did just that, alerting us to the fact
that there were an inadequate number of
handicap parking spaces close to the entrance.
The Executive Committee listened and agreed,
and will be adding more handicap spaces this
Spring when the weather improves.

I recently read an article about what
religious congregations - churches, mosques
and synagogues - need to remember in order
to remain relevant in the lives of their
members. It discussed how, although some of
our members at times may only have “one oar
in the water,” we must continue to strive to
meet them where they are. We must live up to
our holy task of being the religious institution

they need, both when they require it and even
when they do not.

The article challenges us to ask
ourselves: Who owns our congregation? Is
one group of people in charge, or do we have a
cross-section of generations, ideas and
perspectives that are allowing us to look at the
congregation through multiple lenses? And
the bigger question, which is: Why bother?
Why do we need a synagogue at all?

Synagogues have no inherent value
unless living Jewishly is important to its
members, if they feel a sense of faith and
commitment to Jewish life, to the Jewish
people and its traditions. A Jew cannot be a
Jew without a shared community of faith, and
that community of faith is called a synagogue.

This month, I issue a new challenge.
All of us at Congregation B'nai Israel are part
of a shared community. Those who come to
the synagogue regularly are the core of that
community. And for that, I thank you. But it
is not enough. We need to mentor others. We
need to reach out to families and individuals
and share with them the joy and pleasure we
get from coming here and from making
Judaism a regular part of our lives. We need
to show them that it is not too hard to live
Jewishly in Toledo, Ohio. It is something we
can all do.

So I challenge you all to spread the
word. Make a commitment to do more, and
encourage others to do the same. If we want
our synagogue to be here when we need it
most, we must think of that commitment as an
investment. And the rewards we will reap
from doing so will benefit us all.

I look forward to seeing you soon....in
synagogue.

Interested in Sponsoring a Kiddush?

The cost of sponsoring a Kiddush is:
Standard Kiddush - $250.00; or
Standard plus kugel - $275.00; or
Standard plus kugel and lox - $325.00.

This cost is based on the regular 50-70 Shabbat attendees. The cost includes paper goods and plastic linens.
Please let us know if you anticipate more than the regular 50-70 Shabbat attendees as that will also impact the cost.
Your name will also appear in the weekly Torah Guide as the sponsor of the kiddush and will be highlighted in the
monthly congregational bulletin.

You may also decide instead to host a kiddush luncheon. In order to host a luncheon, you must hire an ap-
proved caterer and contract directly with the caterer to prepare and provide the food. When using a caterer, there is a
$100 charge to use the kitchen from 8 a.m.-5 p.m. each day that it is used by the caterer, and $100 charge during each
evening after 5 pm.

If you would like to have the tables set, Julie can set the tables and you would be charged hourly for her time.
Alternatively, if you wish to have tables set, and you have the time and wish to do so, you may set the tables yourself. If
you would like linens, you can call and contract directly from Merideth (419-531-9977). The shul will order linens for you
from Morgan (419-243-2214) only if you have the precise number of linens required three weeks before your event.
You may choose to hire waitstaff; the caterer must arrange this for you. Also, if you wish to use dishes, there will be an
additional hourly charge for a dishwasher.

Again, your name will also appear in the weekly Torah Guide as the host of the kiddush and will be highlighted
in the monthly congregational bulletin.

The information here is a general guideline. If you do wish to sponsor or host the Kiddush please let Kandee
know, and we will generate an estimated invoice for the shul's cost. If you have any questions, please call Michael or
Meira. As always, we very much appreciate your support of the shul.
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
